Elastin Enhancing Agents for Reversing Dermal Aging

Sheisa
member of numerous professional sodeties, and an active member inthe leadership of the Pan Ameri@an Sodety of PigmentCell
Research.
SYNOPSIS;:Skin aging is associated with wrinkles, sagging and uneven pigmentation. In the course of skin aging, elastin
synthesis is reduced, and the existing elastin fibers are degraded by g|astases. These processes are accelerated in sun-
exposed areas, with an additional and excessive elastin cross-linking, which leads to the accumulation of non-
functional elastin. The skin progressively loses its elasticity while lines and wrinkles start to appear in sun-exposed
areas. The preservation and restoration of new, functional elastin fibers require a comprehensive approach, which
targets both the inhibition of elastin degradation, and the synthesis of elastin and elastin-associated molecules and
their assembly into functional elastic fibers. Agents that enhance skin elasticity will be presented, and their mecha
nism of action will be discussed.
